This year when asked if I would direct again, I was over the 
moon at the prospect and I have chosen a comedy play 
that has pushed and stretched us into a new area. 
 

I would like to say, as it may be in the minds of some, that I am very much aware 
of the subject link between this play and the awful circumstances that hit our 
friends in Japan after the Tsunami. We commenced this play long before the 
nuclear issues occurred in Japan and it was discussed at length on whether we 
should continue to bring this to the stage at this time. The committee and I 
agreed that the time and dedication put in by the team should be allowed to 
come to fruition and that the play itself is a light-hearted look at  Health and  
Safety within a Nuclear power station and the story is not meant to be a direct 
correlation in any way. 
 
I first read this script last August and it captured my attention due to the clever 
integration between the characters and the visual comedy moments that  
underpin the story. Pure comedy is well known to be one of the hardest theatre 
types to produce due to having to ensure timing is always correct. This play 
brings the added challenge of presenting humour not just in words but also in 
action. I hope we don’t let you down tonight as we try our hardest to entertain 
you. 
 
The Windmill Players inspires confidence in all who participate and for me, this 
group represents kinship, learning and a forum for passing on knowledge to   
others. Every time we put on a production, I think it is safe to say, we all learn 
something, and it’s thanks to you, our audience, for continuing to support this 
group, that we can carry on not only to entertain you, but to provide this much 
loved real community project that reaches all ages.
