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Firstly this is panto, albeit a somewhat dark panto, so it doesn’t matter 
whether you are 8 or 80 you are all boys and girls and are expected to 
join in - booing, calling out for Wally, joining in the singing and so on… 
And the more you do this the more fun it will be for all, including those on 
stage! 
 
This years production has been something of a challenge. Quite a num-
ber of our regular actors of recent years have either moved on or were 
unavailable so it became a case of  finding a script that matched those 
who were available and willing. We did though have a great group of up 
and coming youngsters who have been with us for some years and this 
gave us an opportunity to get them more involved. After reading literally 
dozens of different scripts we settled on Snow White. Our dwarves seem 
to have grown a bit since last year, so we maybe looking for a new inter-
pretation of the word, but they’ve all been fantastic and their enthusiasm 
infectious. 
 
I’d like to thank all those who have been involved and have helped make 
this production happen. A huge amount of work has been put into it by 
many people.  I’d especially like to thank Caz Woodruff who has co-
directed and come up with all the dances, looked after and directed the 
youngsters and also those who stepped up to the mark to take on bigger 
roles than they were possibly anticipating. 
 
Some facts: every piece of stage, scenery and lighting/sound equipment 
you see has had to be begged, borrowed or hired, and manually carried 
in and set up by our crew of  roughly 5. It will be dismantled and put away 
by mid afternoon on Sunday. We have had to source or make over 60 
different costumes and an equal number of props - it still astounds me 
what the few involved manage to produce. We have over 20 pieces of 
music that have had to be sourced, edited, learnt, and where necessary 
transposed and  have had to devise and teach over 10 separate pieces 
of choreography. We will have over 25 on stage of which over 75% will 
be under 15. They will have been to 14 rehearsals, learnt over 60 pages 
of script and yet will only give 3 performances … That’s quite something 
for a small village. It may not all work on the night but that’s part of the 
fun and we just hope you appreciate, are proud of, and most importantly 
enjoy the results!
